Patrick:

I have discussed the procedure you have proposed for the road repair estimates with several of the attorneys in my office, and while I would agree that the Board has discretion to do what you are proposing, I think you may run into some justified opposition. 
The main concern is that while the homeowners in the cul-du-sac are the primary beneficiaries of that roadway, the roadway and cul-du-sac are part of the common elements for everyone to use.  Also, you will likely hear objections as the owners in the cul-du-sac will also be responsible for an allocated share of the main roadway (when it needs repair), further increasing their exposure.
 I don’t think there is a definitive answer to this issue, but as a general matter I would typically classify this as a common expense to be allocated evenly amongst the Association.  However, your position is not without merit.

Thank you Robin and Goff family for meeting with us last night. 
Please know last night and in earlier meetings we have discussed this situation at length!

The board has decided at this time to postpone the repair of the drive going into your circle until 2027.  The Limited Allocation Assessment on the 5 units in that circle will still be the means to pay for this repair, and it will probably be more expensive. We feel this is appropriate as it follows the guidance of the Declarations for our HOA (old and new) and HOA/Homeowners Responsiblity Guide. Both of these documents can be found on the CLMHOA website.
However, given that fact that vehicles will be in/out of your circle for the 2026 siding project we would not want to repair a road only to risk re-damaging it.
What we like from each of you, since delaying this project 2 years increases the possiblity of vehicles being damaged as the asphalt continues to deteriorate.  Would you please respond to this email acknowledging you are aware of this and that you would not hold the HOA liable?
